feet (1,500 m) driveability and performance may
be reduced and fuel consumption increased. The
carburetor can be modified to compensate for this
high altitude richness. However, the carburetor must
be returned to standard factory specifications when
lower altitude riding is desired. (See page 44.)

* Sustained operation at altitudes below 5,000
feer (1,500 m) with high altitude carburetor
modifications mayv cause engine overheating and
damage.
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PARKING

1. Stop the vehicle, shift the transmission into
neutral, turn the fuel valve, fuel cap lever, and
ignition switch OFF.

2. Pull the rear brake/parking brake lever back and
lock it.
