Check that the headlights, position lights, brake light, taillight, turn
signals and license plate light are working properly.

Check the freeplay of the clutch lever @P. 97) and throttle grip

Check the slack @P. 93), adjust the slack @& P. 94), and lubricate
(BIP. 74) as needed.

Check that you have a full supply of spare fuses.

Check the major nuts and bolts, and tighten as needed.
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
