5-2 REPARING PROCEDURE

a. Disassembly

1. Disassemble the ecylinder head, cylinder
and cam chain tensioner in accordance with
section 3-3 b on page 32~35.

2. Disassemble the crankcase in accordance
with section 3-6 b on page 46~47.
